2.  All Floats or Motorised Entries will carry ; a Fire Extinguisher, a Bag of Sand & a Bag of Sawdust.

3.  No objects or liquids will be thrown.

4.  No alcohol will be consumed by any Entrant or Road Crew in the Assembly Area or During Procession.

5.  Connecting Lines will be of sufficient length such that disconnection around corners is unnecessary.

6.  All floats & procession vehicles will have a driver in attendance at all times.

7.  All trailer drawbars are to have ropes with “DO NOT CROSS” signs of a rigid (not paper) construction.

8.  If during the procession a float is halted for 2 minutes or longer the cast may relax their pose or dance

routine but may not get off their float.

9.  All entries must complete the whole route to be eligible for a prize (unless altered by the committee). The 

route will not be deemed complete until the entry has passed the finish line. The responsibility of 

completing the route is with each entry.

10. All trophies remain the property of the Carnival Committee, recipients are responsible for any damage or loss. Any trophy will be returned to the Carnival Committee upon request.
